1. Opening Prayer/Welcome/Apologies

JB welcomed all to the meeting and apologies were noted.  Minutes were approved.

2. Activity Tracker

3. Head Teacher Report
BB gave an invitation for people to attend the P7 school show.  DM will advise if able to take tickets.
Health and Safety – Work will be carried out on the Security Camera pole in the infant playground over the summer.  The flanges on the pole will be covered by two, packed pieces.

Refugee Trust – Miss Cohen led an after-school club to work on the animation based on a poem by one of the Refugees who visited the school recently.   The launch of the film takes place on 27 June, tickets are limited but can be found on Eventbrite.  The film highlights the way in which migration is seen in our country and helps people understand what people experience when fleeing from conflict and helps people to see how they can embrace ethnic diversity.
The school has been awarded a Green Acorn Environmental Award.  The award night takes place on 12 June.
