2. Activity Tracker

3. Head Teacher Report

Grants and Funding
At the time of submitting the application to the Area Forum for the outdoor markings, their budget was too low to accept applications.  The application has to be re-submitted, along with the most up-to-date bank statement before the next deadline of 7th March 2020.  The group next meet on 9th April.
BB has asked Mrs Gibb to look into the possibility of a second quote to send with the application.

A grant of £2,400 was received from PEF which has allowed workshops to be arranged through Tree of Knowledge to help young people build resilience and improve well-being.  The workshops are aimed at P5/6/7.
